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Australis Box: A learning experience in a box

The Australis box enables users to learn about
Aurora Australis. A series of steps on the outside
and inside of the box guide users to information
and graphic images that describe the Aurora
Australis. Facts and questions in each step help
the user understand the scienti c explanation of
this natural phenomenon. Inside the box there
are fact cards, ip books, magnets and elastics.
The fact cards list every step of the process.

If ordered correctly, the images on the back of
each one align into a visualization of every step.
Flip books add another visualization of the
Australis as it appears from earth and how solar
plasma particles enter each layer of the earths
lonosphere. The magnets and rubber band are
two objects that demonstrate important
characteristics of Earth’s magnetosphere. Users
can experience the “push” and “pull” from
magnetic force and the movement from a rubber
band when it “snaps” back to it’s original formation.

- Teach how solar storms a ect the
magnetic force eld of earth.

- Teach what the di erent parts of Earth’s
lonosphere are and how they are a ected
by solar plasma
